










	 In Columbus, OH, a 
renovation of the historic 
old police station had taken 
a turn for the worse.  A 
contractor had whitened the 
the limestone while trying 
to remove rust stains caused 
by iron window frames. 
This development left the 
Historical Society very con-
cerned.
	 The solution? NMD 80 
was applied to the limestone 
and after couple of applica-
tions followed by a rinse, 
the stone’s original color 
was restored. After fix-
ing the whitened problem, 
OneRestore® was used to 
remove the rust stains. The 
result was a huge save that 
left the Historical Society 
very satisfied. 

Making It Right

	 Simply put, the staining on the County Courthouse in Oklahoma City, OK, was the worst deep staining we 
have ever seen. OneRestore® removed the stains with absolutely no whitening or etching of the stone.  A 
competitor’s system was used on a building across the street from the courthouse and despite three cleanings, 
the stains remained.  Additionally, their product also caused limestone rust on many areas of the building. Yet, 
the safety and effectiveness of OneRestore® provided the perfect combination right across the street.

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	 The Fairmont Hotel in New Orleans 
was a complex project. The danger of 
burning the surface was extreme as the 
facade was terra cotta and had more than 
one thousand, 100-year old hand-floated 
windows. The inner court yard was made 
of very porous St. Joseph’s brick with bad 
atmospheric staining. 
	 A competitor put up 13 different test 
panels, none of which were effective in 
cleaning the soil. EaCo Chem’s GS Res-
toration was tested and worked success-
fully with a double straight application for 
the St. Joseph’s brick and a 1:1 dilution 
for the terra cotta. Testing on the windows 
produced no damage and they were left 
uncovered during the cleaning.
	 In the end, this 14-story building was 
cleaned beautifully with minimal inconve-
nience as the work progressed during daylight hours.  
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Solving complex problems

Sandstone in Trenton, NJ

The before picture above of the Pentacostal 
church in Trenton shows black crust covering 
the old sandstone.  In the after picture below, 

the crust has been completely removed and the 
sandstone has been fully restored.

     The Pentacostal Assembly of God church in Trenton NJ 
was build in 1915.  The sandstone exterior had not been 
cleaned since the historic church was built.  Due to the de-
gree of staining, the contractor needed an extremely powerful 
cleaner, yet one safe enough to be approved by the city.
      After trying some competitors products with no success at 
all, they called us to see what we could do.  This small picture 
shows their test spot using OneRestore®
Gel.  Amazed at the results, they were 
able to put in a bid to clean the entire 
building.  The city was so pleased, they 
were even commissioned to clean 
another historic church just around the 
corner from this one.

diluted to the surface and allowed to dwell for twenty minutes, 
followed by a second application.  In some of the worse areas, 
OneRestore® was applied first with a 5 minute dwell time, fol-
lowed by OneRestore® Gel to keep everything wet.

To make this project 
a little more interesting, it was the first time the contractors 
had attempted a cleaning job of this size or style.  The once 
heavily stained church is now looking new.
